
Some Statistics 

In 2001 the Pontifical Society 

of Saint Peter the Apostle fi-

nanced 884 Seminaries. 

Of these 22 new Seminaries 

were subsidized for the first 

time. 

8,836 new seminarians were 

admitted and 1963 ordinations 

took place. 

In addition, subsidies were pro-

vided to 3517 male novices 

and 6418 female novices. 
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The growth of the Church in mission 

areas depends on the supply of 

priests and religious. The purpose of 

the Society of Saint Peter the Apos-

tle is to promote the formation of 

indigenous clergy and religious. 

It does this in two ways: 

• Providing annual subsidies to 

contribute to the mainte-

nance of the students. 

• Constructing, enlarging and 

refurbishing seminaries.
